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The last spaceship to escape has just 

crash-landed on an alien planet. There 

are only two survivors. The spaceshipôs 

captain has sacrificed his own life so 

that there would be a chance of a new 

life for even a few of the travelers. 

The survivors are as different as they 

can be. One was raised in a rough, inner

-city neighborhood. Street-smart, this 

person knows how to anticipate danger, 

and has developed a ñlook-out-for-your-

ownò and a ñstrike-firstò mindset. Surviv-

al entails thinking in unexpected ways 

and being ready to deal with each new 

situation that arises. 

The other survivor was pampered from 

childhood, never hurting for necessities, 

or even for the luxuries that were there 

to be enjoyed. Well-traveled and highly 

educated, this survivor has an analytical 

mind and excels in the ability to method-

ically consider every situation that aris-

es, in relation to a vast storehouse of 

accumulated knowledge. 

Before the journey, each traveler was 

given a copy of the guidebook: Rules for 

Living. Unfortunately, as a result of the 

devastating crash, the books were heav-

ily damaged, and no whole copies re-

mained. So now, each survivor only 

holds a few pages. Each reads and 

studies a different portion of the Rule 

Book. 

The new planet is lush and exotic. There 

are no citiesðonly a vast jungle

The two survivors, having little in common, 

head in opposite directions. Suspicious of 

each other even before the crash, they are 

both confident that the skills they possess 

individually are sufficient for life in this new 

world. As the days pass, each of the trav-

elers establishes a territory, and becomes 

adjusted to a situation that is both chal-

lenging and frightening. As time passes, 

the travelers discover that there are survi-

vors from earlier flights who have wan-

dered individually or in small groups, seek-

ing a place of safety. Eventually, these 

wanderers find their way to one of the 

camps established by the two last survi-

vors, and so two tribes are formedðeach 

reflecting the personality and mindset of its 

leader. 

The tribes grow and thrive. However, 

eventually habitable land becomes scarce, 

and the tribes encroach on each othersô 

borders. Vocal disagreements become fist-

fights, and then tribe members take up 

weapons. At some point, each group de-

cides that there is no way that they will be 

able to tolerate the presence of the other, 

and so the leaders begin to plan their strat-

egies. The ñStreetiesò decide that the best
